Our trips are designed to
suit all types of people
and fitness levels.  Each
trip has a specific fitness
rating so you know
exactly what to expect.  
Follow this helpful guide,
which you’ll find next to
each trip, to know which
ones are right for you.

Fitness Level of Trips
Easy - these trips are suitable
for people with walking aids including
wheelie-walkers and wheelchairs and
are low impact.

Moderate - a moderate level of fitness
is required with the ability to walk up an
occasional flight of stairs/slight incline.

Active - these trips require a higher
level of fitness for sightseeing and
multiple on/off bus. No mobility aids.
